2. “Jewish intellectual women in Europe: gendering history, politics and culture”.

This is a conference and book project of the Central European University, Department of Gender Studies in
cooperation with the Department of Sociology and Social Research of the University of Milano-Bicocca,
supported by the Hanadiv Foundation, London.

The focus of the project will be considered in a conference devoted to gender, politics and Jewish tradition in
Europe, through the example of European women activists.

The aim of the project is to develop a useful comparative analysis of gender, political identity and religious
heritage, based on the study of activities and works produced by Jewish intellectual women in the interwar and
the post-Shoah period. In particular, Hannah Arendt shall be considered as representative of the German
tradition, while Zefora Lombroso, Sara Nathan, Amelia Rosselli, Gina Lombroso and Laura Orvieto shall
indicate a specific liberal Italian Jewish tradition. Eugenia Miskolczy, Cecile and Laura Polanyi, and Edith
Bruck shall be taken as an example of a Hungarian tradition and Kéthe Leichter of an Austrian heritage that
has been neglected after WWIL

We are calling for papers to contribute to the conference and the planned volume on European Jewish
intellectual women’s contribution to feminist theory in general and the redefinition of progressive politics in
their European country in particular. Proposals addressing gender and memory of Jewish female intellectuals
are encouraged. Yet it should go beyond the description of life stories and analyze the ways in which
subjectivity and agency were constructed in their particular context.

The methodological approach is to use gender as a fundamental category organizing Jewish life and politics in
the shaping of ethnic/ religious identities among Jews and in the differentiation with the “majority” of the
population. This can be a valuable contribution as it creates the possibility to rethink the basic concepts within
Jewish Studies, such as spirituality, community, and/or political activism in European countries.

By working across disciplines and exchanging experiences the participants of the project can better understand
the complex linkage between gender, Judaism and political identity. The collaboration among scholars and
researchers from different countries of Europe and the comparison of the results of their different analysis will
provide a more comprehensive gendered picture of Jewish life as well as the construction of both nation states
and Europe.

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Many of you probably heard of the debate going on in Hungary about the destruction of documents by the
Széchényi library. The article below is from the July 20, 2005 issue of HVG (Heti Vilagggazdasag).

Mi volt a kosarban? (2005. Julius 20.)

"Tisztazo beszélgetésen" fogadja lapzartank utan Bozoki Andras kulturdlis miniszter Monok Istvant, a nemzeti
konyvtar, a Széchényi féigazgatdjat, akinek arrol kell szamot adnia, miért semmisitettek meg a kdzelmtltban
nagy mennyiségben régi dokumentumokat.

Fert6zottek voltak vagy sem azok a dokumentumok, amelyeket az Orszagos Széchényi Konyvtar (OSZK)
junius végén megsemmisittetett - ez az a kérdés, amelynek eldontése felvetheti az intézmény vezetdinek
felelosségét. Ha ugyanis fert6zottek voltak, akkor jogosan semmisitették meg az anyagot, ha viszont nem,
akkor akar indokolatlanul is karba veszhettek pdtolhatatlan értékek.

Az ligyben azonnali kérdést intézett julius elején a kulturalis tarca képviseldjéhez a parlamentben Mécs Imre
orszaggyiilési képviseld. A tarca képvisel6je, Vass Lajos politikai allamtitkar az Allami Népegészségiigyi és
Tisztiorvosi Szolgalat (ANTSZ) szakvéleményét idézte, mondvan, "itt van nélam a jegyz6kényv, ez
tartalmazza, hogy az anyag fert6zott, azt kérték, hogy az anyagot azonnal égessék el".

A HVG birtokaban 1év6 jegyzOkonyv azonban nem csupan ezt tartalmazza. A felmérést a Johan Béla Orszagos
Epidemiologiai Kozpont bakterioldgiai osztalyanak mikrobioldgiai felderito csoportja végezte, s 6k vilagosan
kiilonbséget tettek két dokumentumcsoport kdzott: egy, altaluk "kenyeres" milanyag kosarnak nevezett
dobozban talaltak penészgombaval fert6zott anyagot, mig a tobbi, fonott kosarban (a kdnyvtar dolgozdi szerint
mintegy nyolcvan ilyen volt) csak porosat. Az egykosarnyi penészgombas dokumentum Iégmentes befedését
javasoltak a 1éguti fert6zések elkeriilése érdekében, majd ezutan égetéssel torténé megsemmisitést irtak eld. A
tobbi dokumentumot azonban a szakértok szerint csak le kellett volna porolni, ehhez maszk €s szemiiveg
viselését ajanlottak, "egyéb védofelszerelésre nincs sziikkség" - irtak jelentésiikben.

A konyvtar vezetése azonban az egész anyag megsemmisitése mellett dontott, anélkiil hogy szakszerlien
feltartak volna, milyen értéket képez a hetven éve feldolgozatlanul heverd, egyes vélemények szerint
valosziniileg ritkasagszamba mend gytijtemény. A felhaborodast latva a Nemzeti Kulturélis Orokség
Minisztériuma (NKOM) vizsgalatot inditott, s megprobalta korbejarni, mi is tortént valdjaban. A vizsgalat
nyoman kiderilt, hogy a megsemmisités ziizdaban tértént, ami onmagaban kizarja, hogy a dokumentumok
fert6zottek lettek volna, hiszen azokat - szabalyosan eljarva - csak égetéssel lehetett volna "hatastalanitani”. A
bizottsdg megallapitasa szerint az anyagot a Herkules Recycling Bt. semmisitette meg, amelynek vezetdje a



sajtoban ugy nyilatozott, hogy 6k csak az ujrahasznositasban érdekeltek, veszélyes anyagokkal nem
foglalkoztak. Monok Istvan foigazgato erre tigy reagalt, hogy az égetést egy masik cég, a Perratox Kft.
végezte.

"Nem dolgoztunk az idén az OSZK-nak" - mondta a HVG kérdésére Udvardy Laszlo, a kft tulajdonosa. Az
anyagot azonban ismerte, hiszen 2000-ben a konyvtar az 6 cégét kérte fel a dokumentumok sterilizalasara,
rovarok elleni fertétlenitésére. Addig ugyanis egy pesti vizes pincében taroltak azokat, s miel6tt a budai
Varban 1év6 konyvtarépiiletbe szallitottak volna, egy résziiket megsemmisitették, a megmenthetonek itélteket
pedig Torokbalinton, egy kiilso raktarban rendbe hozattak. A cégvezeto allitotta, hogy az altaluk sterilizalt
anyagok "nem voltak sem penészesek, sem fertézottek". A munka befejezése utan a dokumentumok a Var
egyik szaraz helyiségébe keriiltek. A ladakban tarolt anyagot egy évvel késébb fonott kosarakba pakoltak at,
de ekkor sem mutatkozott fertézésre utalo jel.

A dokumentumok értékét ma mar nem lehet felbecsiilni, hiszen megsemmisiiltek. Kisebbségben konyvek,
nagyrészt olyan, a 19. szazad végétol az 1950-es évekig terjedd idészakban keletkezett kisnyomtatvanyoknak
nevezett par lapos anyagok voltak, amelyeket egyesiiletek, vallasi vagy civil szervezetek, cégek adtak ki. A
vizsgalobizottsag megallapitasa szerint az anyag nem keriilt az OSZK allomanyaba, nem képezte a gyiijtemény
rész¢ét. Dornyei Sandor, a konyvtar régi dolgozoja szerint azonban a dokumentumok kotelespéldanyként
jutottak a kdnyvtarba, egy példanyban, s altalaban rajuk keriilt a konyvtar pecsétje is. Feldolgozasukra
azonban nem keriilt sor, hiszen a kisnyomtatvanyok - példaul képeslapok, gyaszjelentések - katalogizalasa
roppant idéigényes. A konyvtaros elmondasa szerint egyébként korabban ebbdl az anyagbol valogattak ki az
OSZK jelenlegi kisnyomtatvanytaraban megtalalhaté s a kutatok altal keresett gyaszjelentések, képeslapok egy
részét is. A konyvtar mindig szamon tartotta ezt az anyagot mint restanciat, elképzelhetd, hogy Monok a
megsemmisitéssel akarta egyszertien megoldani a problémat. Kordbban ugyanis tobbszor felvetddott, hogy fel
kellene dolgozni a hatralékot, de se pénz, se ember nem akadt ra. 1989-ben példaul a kdnyvtar egyik
féosztalyvezetdje, Ferenczy Endréné siirgette egy jelentésében, hogy az "elsérendd, forrasértékii gylijteményt"
rendezni és hozzaférhetévé kellene tenni. Nem sokkal a megsemmisités elott par darabot egyébként
konyvtarosoknak sikeriilt kimenteniiik, amelyek koziil az egyik dokumentumrdl, egy egyesiileti
évkonyvrol kidertilt, hogy hianyzik az OSZK konyvallomanyabol.

A minisztériumi vizsgalat megallapitasai szerint "az OSZK vezetésége nem jart el kellé gondossaggal az
anyag kezelését és tovabbi sorsat illetden", &m ma mar nem allapithaté meg, mennyire voltak egyediek a
megsemmisitett anyagok. Azt azonban megallapitottak, "hogy a féigazgaté mindvégig fert6zott anyagrol
beszélt, de az ANTSZ jelentése ezt nem tamasztja ala, és lehetséges, hogy nem fertzott anyagot is
megsemmisitettek". Tették ezt raadasul a vizsgalat szerint szinte irasos nyom nélkiil. A tényfeltaro bizottsag
legalabbis nem talalta semmilyen nyomat a megsemmisitésre vonatkozo irasos utasitasnak.
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Books of possible interest
Michael Babcock, Ph.D., The Night Attila Died: Solving the Murder of Attila the Hun, Berkley Books,
Penguin Group USA. (www.attilabook.com) ($23.95)

In The Night Attila Died, Michael Babcock, Ph.D., noted philologist and recognized authority on the life and legend
of Attila, makes a stunning revelation: "The Scourge of God" died as he lived....Attila was murdered.

Using careful analysis of textual and historical evidence, Babcock lays out his argument like a skilled trial lawyer.
He puts the reader in the jury box as he presents the evidence pointing to an assassination plot and subsequent cover-
up, orchestrated by Attila's chief rival, Marcian, emperor of the Eastern Roman Empire. In this intriguing book,
Babcock succeeds not only in solving an ancient murder mystery; he stirs the stilled waters of history—and rewrites
it for the next fifteen hundred years.



Julian Rubinstein, Ballad of the Whiskey Robber: A True Story of Bank Heists, Ice Hockey, Transylvanian
Pelt Smuggling, Moonlighting Detectives, and Broken Hearts, Little Brown & Co. ($23.95)

This story of a bank robber who captured a nation's sympathy in post-Communist Hungary is a rollicking tale told
with glee and flair. Attila Ambrus sneaked over the border from Romania into Hungary in the waning days of
Communist rule. After talking his way onto a Hungarian hockey team, he turned to robbery to make some cash in
the Wild West atmosphere of the early 1990s in Eastern Europe. As journalist Rubinstein shows, Ambrus was quite
good at it. Taking advantage of poor police work, he took in millions in Hungarian currency and became a headline-
grabber. He managed to stay at large for several years while continuing in his role as a back-up goalie on the ice.
Rubinstein has a knack for telling a good story, and he captures well both Ambrus's appeal and the atmosphere of
the first few years of capitalism in Hungary. Along the way, he introduces readers to memorable characters in
addition to the appealing, alcoholic protagonist: the women Ambrus attracts and a Budapest detective driven out of
office by the crime spree. While Rubinstein (whose work has been collected in Best American Crime Writing)
overwrites at times, he has a rootin'-tootin' style that's a perfect fit for this Jesse James—like tale, which has the
chance to be a sleeper that transcends nonfiction categories.

Szabolcs Szita, Trading In Lives? Operations of the Jewish Relief and Rescue Committee in Budapest, 1944-
1945. CEU Press, 2005. (cloth $41.95)

Set in the tumultuous moments of 1944-45 Budapest, this work discusses the operations of the Budapest Relief and
Rescue Committee. Drawing out the contradictions and complexities of the mass deportations of Hungarian Jews
during the final phase of World War II, Szita suggests that in the Hungarian context, a commerce in lives ensued,
where prominent Zionists like Dr. Rezso Kasztner negotiated with the higher echelons of the SS, trying to garner the
freedom of Hungarian Jews. Szita's portrait of the controversial Kasztner is a more sympathetic rendition of a
powerful Zionist leader who was later assassinated in Israel for his dealings with Nazi leaders. Szita reveals a story
of interweaving personalities and conflicts during arguably the most tragic moment in European history. The
author's extensive research is a tremendous contribution to a field of study that has been much ignored by
scholarship-the Hungarian holocaust and the trade in human lives.

Vojtech Mastny, Malcolm Byrne, eds., A Cardboard Castle? An Inside History of the Warsaw Pact. CEU
Press, 2005. (cloth $75.00)

This is the first book to document, analyze, and interpret the history of the Warsaw Pact based on the archives of the
alliance itself. As suggested by the title, the Soviet bloc military machine that held the West in awe for most of the
Cold War does not appear from the inside as formidable as outsiders often believed, nor were its strengths and
weaknesses the same at different times in its surprisingly long history, extending for almost half a century. Most of
the 193 documents included in the book were top secret and have only recently been obtained from Eastern
European archives by the PHP project. The majority of the documents was translated specifically for this volume
and has never appeared in English before.
